– Creative Council –

· Composition of Creative Council: The Creative Council is currently comprised of fifteen (15) members, the Creative Council has the discretion to increase or decrease the number of members that sit on the Creative Council by a majority vote. Creative Council members must be members of the Roseville Chamber of Commerce and must be a member in good standing of Roseville Connects for at least one (1) year.  The Immediate Past Chair of Roseville Connects shall be a member of the Creative Council. 

· Role of Creative Council Members: Each member of the Creative Council is expected to contribute their time and energy to further the mission of Roseville Connects. 

· Expectations of Creative Council Members:  Each member of the Creative Council is expected to be an active participant in the monthly Creative Council meetings (and other special meetings that will be held as necessary) and to assist with or serve on the various Action Teams. The term of each Creative Council member is two (2) calendar years.  Creative Council members are eligible to serve for a maximum of two (2) consecutive two (2) year terms. The Creative Council has the discretion to vacate positions on the Creative Council due to excessive unjustified absences by a simple majority vote of the Creative Council. Vacant positions will be filled by a majority vote of the remaining Creative Council members. 

· Meetings
· Open Meetings:  Open meetings of the Creative Council are held on the second (2nd) Thursday of each month from 9:00am to 10:00pm at the office of the Roseville Chamber of Commerce.  Any person is permitted to attend.

· Closed Meetings: Closed meetings of the Creative Council are held on the third (3rd) Wednesday of each month from 9:00am to 10:00pm at the office of the Roseville Chamber of Commerce.  Only Creative Council members and Creative Council invitees are permitted to attend.  

· Special Meetings: Special meetings of the Creative Council will be held on an as needed basis.  

· Meeting Requirements: Open meetings of the Creative Council will not require a quorum, as open meetings are more informational in nature and scope. However, closed meetings, or any other meeting that involves a vote of the Creative Council, shall require a quorum of Creative Council members. A quorum is defined as the Chair or Vice-Chair and six (6) Creative Council members.
