3. Programs & Events

b. Upcoming Events

· January 20 (and 27th), 2009, 5:30 – 8:30 p.m. Board Link Training – This is two sessions, 3 hours each session.  You will learn how a Board works. When you have completed your session, there will be opportunities to join a board.  This is a City sponsored event, provided by the Non-Profit Resource Center.  Cost is $115 and includes Board training and food.  If this training is well attended, there may be other opportunities to offer more sessions throughout the year. 
· January 22, 2009, 5:30 – 8 p.m. Networking 101@ Williams+Paddon – This is a Professional Networking event.  Guest speakers will be Naaz Alikhan, Carol Garcia and Kirk Uhler, who are involved at the Chamber, City, or County levels.  Krista suggested that there be a limit of 3 questions, which should be scripted, then open the floor up for Q & A. There were concerns about speakers not being able to be seen or heard. c. Event Calendar – No Power Lunch this month, due to the holidays. Members have shown interest in attending a breakfast, so we plan on having a breakfast starting in February, either at Pacific Street Café or LaProvence.
